This great scholar has published over 100
booklets in Yiddish and 28 monumental
seforim on every facet of Jewish life. His
outstanding works have made an impact
with their wide reaching activities in the
religious world. Many of his seforim have
been reprinted numerous times.
His seforim on Halacha, Musar, Chassidus
and the Holidays, have contributed in
bringing back many lost souls into the
Jewish fold. This prodigious scholar has
many more works in the preparatory stages
and hopes, with G-d's help, to publish
them soon.
The battles that the Rav of Holmin leads
are mostly fought through his seforim. He
is perhaps one of the most prolific writers
in the world. Hundreds of thousands of
copies of his books have been published.
50,000 copies of "Madrich LaKashrus"
were printed and widely distributed. All
these books have one underlying principle,

they were distributed free of charge! That
is why these seforim can be found in Batei
Medrashim and in private homes world
wide. Until now, over two million seforim
were printed and distributed.

Where the money came from to distribute
these books is a story all its own. The holy
Tzaddikim say that the test to ascertain
whether a ‘sefer is necessary or not, is in
"The Siyata Dishmaya" that one has in
printing it. It must be told that once it has
happened that he was almost finished

- preparing a sefer and someone whom he

had never met before, came to him with a
large donation to enable him to print the
sefer. He feels the need to spread loving
words of direction in this confusing world,
and to inspire Jews to strengthen
themselves and get them, with expressions
of kindness, to change their ways. We also
see and hear people's reactions to his
writings on luxuries and other issues. All
his seforim have been acclaimed with
praise.

The rabbi has often stated that it would be

proper to establish committees in all the
various religious sectors to fight and
combat the spread of "materialism" which
has no limit. This change would greatly
aid in improving the atmosphere in which
we live. If someone would assume the
leadership of this campaign, not only
would much money be saved, but many
potential familial tragedies would be
averted.

The Rav of Holmin is well known in the
United States as a campaigner for
reforming laxities in the orthodox
community. He fought tremendous
struggles in the field of Kashrus. He
disclosed basic flaws that were eventually




corrected even though there were many
who initially opposed him.

One of his most ardent battles concerned
the laxities found in the preparation of
kosher meat, and the status of kashrus in
gerieral with its multitude of Hechsheirim
and overwhelming number of kosher
supervisors and symbols. Baruch Hashem,
he is the proof that when you admonish,
with sincerity and truth, you see the
results. The Mitzva of Tochahca
(admonishing) is still active. Today, a
large portion of the Jewish community in
New York, after hearing the possible
tragedies, stopped eating meat totally.
This, in order to refrain from partaking of
forbidden foods.

In Williamsburg, hundreds of individuals
stopped eating meat. Many important
corrections were made in this field. At the
time, people out of lack of information and
lack of organization, eat non-kosher and
forbidden foods, i.e., there were Shochtim
who did not know how to slaughter
properly.  They could not prepare a
slaughtering knife correctly, and if a Rav
corrected them they were insulted to the
very core of their souls. They would retort
with a phrase, "I have been a Shochet for
thirty years." The resulting tragedy: the
presence of a Shochet who has been doing
a job for more than thirty years, ignorant of
his task, and feeding the Jewish
community nonkosher foods. Today, this
is unlikely to happen. Thanks to Rabbi
Gross, improper Hechsherim were
removed from meat processing plants.

There was also a campaign on the topic of
Nikur (de-veining), when it became known
that the Nikur was being performed
improperly. (Eating forbidden veins and

fats is one of the
transgressions).

most  serious

People transgressed because there was no
awareness (even of the Halochos) by
Shochtim who were slaughtering in Europe
and the MeNakrim (de-veiners) did not
know the law; when you do not know the
Halacha, it is possible to transgress.
Again, Rabbi Gross is proof that protesting
helps.

Rabbi Gross is now preparing to marry off
his seventh son, a noted scholar in E.
Israel.  Needless to say, a wedding
translates into significant expenditures
which Rabbi Gross cannot meet. He is
now visiting our Jewish Community to
appeal to our brethren to assist him in his
time of great need, to alleviate the burden
on his shoulders, and to help him, in this
way, to continue his multi-faceted
endeavours on behalf of world Jewry,
without undue worry.

Each of Rabbi Gross' activities requires
significant sums of money. He himself is
immersed 24 hours a day in Torah and the
propagation of Jewish ideals. He requires
the assistance of the world wide Jewish
Community to enable him to continue his
fervent efforts in the strengthening of
Torah-true Yiddishkeit.

We sincerely appeal to the Jewish
Community to generously stand behind

- this worthy cause and warmly support this

distinguished Rabbi and Sage. In this
merit, we will all be blessed with long life,
health, happiness and all that our good
hearts desire.

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The holy Or Hachayim commentary to the
Torah explains that someone who brings merit
to many, showing another Jew the right path,
comes to the level of the angel "Metat," the
most praiseworthy level that can be. Avos
D'Rabbi Nosson and Menoras Hamo'or (by
Rabbi Yitzchak Abuhav, one of the great
luminaries of medieval Spanish Jewry) state
that when one brings merit to many, then G-d
Himself watches over him and his children, and
he merits that his children are righteous. Sefer
Chassidim, by Rabbi Yehuda HaChossid, states
that when one brings merit to many, then even
when his pre-ordained number of years are up,
his life is continued for the benefit of his
generation. The tractate S'mochos states that
one who brings merit to many will experience
the World to Come.

The Tur (Yoreh Deioh, ch. 247) states: "One
for whom it is impossible to study Torah
himself because his time is so occupied, should
support others who study and he is considered
as if he studies himself."

The holy Zohar (Parshas Vayechi) says about
the partnership of Yissochor and Zevulun that
Zevulun's name is mentioned before Yissochor's
because he would take bread designated for his
own mouth and give it to Yissochor to eat - "one
supports those who study Torah receives
blessings Above and below and merits to sit at
two 'tables,’ which no one else besides him
merits..." How much more is this true for
someone who brings merit to many, which
causes thousands of Jews to return to G-d, which
is why he thereby merits to receive all these
blessings both Above and below.

Finally, the sage and Kabbalist Rabbi Elazar
Shmuel ibn Senior brings the following
acronym on the verse "V'AilLe

HaMiShPaTIM ASheR TaSIM LiFNelHeM"
(Shmos 21:1): "V'chayev Adam L'zakos
Horabim, Has'char Meruba [or: Ham'zakeh
Muvtach] Sheyolid Peri Tov Yireh Mizaro.
Orech Shonim Rabim, Tefiloso Shomeia Y...
[G-d's Name] M'heira, L'olom Parn'soso
N'chona, Y'malei Hashem Mishalosov" - "And
one has the duty to bring merit to many others;
the reward is great [or: the one who gives merit
is assured] that he will have children, seeing
fine descendants from his children [as the
Zohar, Parshat Truma, states that he will have
the privilege to see his grandchildren], many
long years, G-d will heed his prayer quickly,
his livelihood will be readily available, G-d
will fulfill his requests."

This can be explained based on tiic Zouar's
comment on the same verse: "This is the
mystical secret of reincarnations.” In the verse's
context, this comment seems difficult to
understand. It can be explained, however.
according to the theme of the above acronym:
Sometimes, when a soul descends into this
world, it must suffer here to correct its sins in
previous incarnations. But when that person
brings merit to many, "one who brings merit to
many, no sin shall come about through him”
(Avos 5:18). As a result, he sins no more in this
incarnation, thereby correcting the spiritual
damage of his sins in previous incarnations.
This liberates him from any suffering he should
receive in this world, and instead of a life of
suffering, he lives a comfortable and happy
life, with all the blessings mentioned by our
holy Torah, and as the Kabbalist concludes:
"He will have... fine descendants from his
children, many long years... his livelihood will
be readily available, [and] G-d will fulfill his
[heart's] requests” for life and blessing.

EXCERPTS FROM OUR HOLY TORAH SOURCES ON THE KIMPORTANCE OF AN ENDOWMENT FUND

It has been a long established custom, for those who can af-
ford it, to create during their lifetime an endowment fund from
which funds are paid to charity during the twelve months af-
ter their passing and also on their Yahrtzeit every year.

Just as it is wise to purchase life insurance to protect and ben-
efit one’s family, so should one purchase a special life insur-
ance policy of whom the beneficiary is a charitable fund, so
that immediately after his passing, the funds pass to the char-
ity, ensuring that “your righteousness shall proceed before
you.”

Here are some Torah sources, for this important step:

KAV HAYOSHOR (chapter 30)

“One should give charity generously and be involved in doing
kind deeds during one’s lifetime, for who knows whether his
children will fulfill his will and testament? Therefore it is ad-
visable to entrust a reliable person with the funds...” (see
there).

When one entrusts others with the funds, then all Halachic
opinions agree that the children must fulfill the will strictly,
because of the Halachic obligation to fulfill the desire of the
deceased.

The Chofetz Chayim, too, writes that “One should not rely
upon one's children after his passing to complete his task by
their good deeds in order to elevate his soul spiritually...That
is what Hillel meant when he said [Ethics of the Fathers 1:14]:
1f 1 am not for myself, who is for me?'” He also admonishes
those who “rely upon waiting until they are close to their final
hour to make a will and give their children their
instructions...Therefore it is better that during one’s lifetime
one should give funds away from one’s ownership to invest
in something that produces dividends to benefit Torah study
or charitable endeavors. One should select honest and trust-
worthy individuals in one’s city and entrust them with this
project...”

YESH NOCHALIN (introduction)

“The pleasure people take in bequeathing wealth to their chil-
dren after their passing is a foolish pleasure, for what perfec-
tion accrues to one's unfortunate soul by leaving over to one’s
children all one's toil and effort? While the deceased is cast
into a lowly grave, his children live in large, fine homes, spa-
cious and multi-storied. They enjoy the sound of music and
song, while he stays solitary and in silence, in wailing and
groaning, his head lowered into the ground in grief and to the
sound of weeping, dwelling among thistles and thorns. They
consume his money to enjoy luxuries while he bites the dust:
‘clusters of bitterness are given to them, serpents’ venom...with
the poison of vipers.’ They use his money to garb themselves
in scarlet, while he embraces rubbish, mold and worms...If he
is not for himself, who will be for him, ‘and if not now, then

when?' For nothing further can be accomplished in the
netherworld where he is going,

“Therefore one does not thrust aside one soul for another,
one’'s own soul for those of his family...One should donate
very generously of one’s money for charity, leaving only the
rest over for his children, so that he too should derive benefit
from his money, taking it with him to his new place of abode
for the purpose of providing for himself [i.e benefitting from
his charitable deeds], for he has a long journey to take...
“He should do it so that his charity may stand for ever and
everlasting generations, that he may benefit from its fruits in
this world, while the principal, too, remains for him in the
world to come.”

FROM THE CHOFETZ CHAYIM

The Chofetz Chayim gave the following advice to an astute
person,‘ alerting him to what to do with his money during his
lifetime for his own benefit after his hundred and twenty years:
“This is very important...that one is obligated to consider the
arrangement concerning the disposal of one’s property after
the conclusion of his years, for ‘before Whom are you toil-
ing?

“This means that during one’s lifetime one should personally
take co'htrol and arrange everything correctly. If you will lis-
ten to me, my considered advice is that you divide up your
property, with one portion remaining for yourself to use for
charitable purposes, appointing Jews renowned as G-d-fear-
ing and trustworthy to fulfill your will for this bequest, or you
should create an endowment fund, from which the dividends
will be used for charitable purposes.

“In the merit of this, may G-d grant you long life and strength
to thrive in happy old age, and success in all your endeavors,
and may you be privileged to see the consolation of Tziyon
and Jerusalem as is your desire and mine, your faithful friend
who seeks your welfare...”

PELLE YO'ETZ :

“It is beneficial for one to ‘instruct his children and household
after him, so that they should keep the way of G-d'...Therefore
this is the correct path that while one is still in one's younger
years and in full health, one should write one’s will and testa-
ment, with firm instructions to fulfill what is stated
there...When one divides up one's property, one should take
for oneself the first portion to be an endowment fund in trust-
worthy| hands, the dividends of which send pleasure to his
soul [after his passing]. This is the correct path, which is hon-
orable for those who do it and brings honor from others. 1t is
befitting for everyone to heed and fulfill the Testament of Rabbi
Yehuda HaChossid, for his words are venerable, and one who
knows them and trangresses what he says deserves to forfeit
his life, while whoever listens to him preserves his soul.”
